Levels of greenhouse gases (GHGs) have gone ugaamd over the Earth's history,
but they have been fairly constant for the pasttfemusand years. Global average temperatures
have stayed fairly constant over that time as wellil recently. Through the burning of fossil
fuels and other GHG emissions, humans are enhatiengreenhouse effect and warming
Earth.

There is an Old French wohbquet (=curved stick) but the connection between theweods
has not been convincingly established.
